Your Binder Sections:
Section 1: Vocabulary Words. Everyday students will be given a vocabulary word to define and draw in section one of their notebook.  This is an important piece of your binder grade.

Section 2: Daily Journal Writings. Before class begins there will be a short writing assignment listed on the board or projector.  Your written responses to these assignments will be written in section two of your binder. All assignments will be dated and answered with at least two to four complete sentences. 
Section 3: Maps & Graphs. Understanding how to read and draw graphs is a very important part of this class.  We will be studying many different maps and graphs this year and you will be expected to save them in this section as a study tool.

Section 4: Current Notes. Throughout our weekly reading sections students will be assigned numerous note taking assignments to help them understand the text. This section is an important study tool. 
Section 5: Past Notes and H.W.. This is where you will keep your past assignments and Noes that I have collected and graded.  It is important to keep them for your own records and end of the semester exams.
